LANDMARKS AND HISTORIC DISTRICT COMMISSION
MINUTES

The Landmarks and Historic District Commission of the City of Florissant met at the
Florissant City Hall on Monday February 25, 2008 in the second floor conference room
at 6:30 p.m., with Howard Nimmons presiding.

On the roll call the following members were present: Gary Meyer, Howard Nimmons,
Joe Schulte and Edward Keil. Also in attendance were John Morgan, Building
Commissioner and Cynthia Treiber, Recording Clerk. A quorum being present the
Chair declared the Landmarks and Historic District Commission (LHDC) was in session
for the transaction of business.

NEW BUSINESS

Request approval of a Gazebo for the Sunset Park Bike Trail- Phase IT

The Chair stated that under new business there was a request to approve a gazebo for
the bike trail and if there were any questions from the Commission members. Mr. Keil
asked if there was going to be any over head lighting. Mr. Morgan stated at this time
there was no lighting proposed. Mr. Morgan stated the gazebo was a prefab building
being built by the same company that built the gazebo in Davison Park. Mr. Morgan
stated that he did not know if at some time in the future they may add lighting,
however at this time there was nothing proposed. Mr. Morgan stated that there would
be a water fountain installed. Mr. Schulte asked who would be maintaining the gazebo.
Mr. Morgan stated that the gazebo would be maintained by the Great River Greenway
however the City is involved in the contracts for the maintenance of the gazebo.

Mr. Nimmons asked if there was a motion to approve the plans. Mr. Schulte made a
motion to approve the plans for the gazebo, seconded by Gary Meyer. All Commission
members concurred, motion passes 4 to 0.
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APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Mr. Nimmons stated that the next order of business was the October 22, 2007 and
December 3, 2007 minutes. Mr. Nimmons stated that he would like to amend the
October 22, 2007 minutes in the last sentence of paragraph one to read “Howard
Nimmons presiding” instead of “Joe Schulte presiding”. Mr. Meyer made a motion to
approve the October 22, 2007 as amended, seconded by Mr. Schulte. All commission
members concurred, motion passes 4 to 0.

Mr. Schulte stated that he would like to amend the December 3, 2007 minutes in two
places. Mr. Schulte stated the first was the last sentence of the first page where it reads
the “City Hall” to read the “Old City Hall “and the second was the last paragraph line
four where it reads “the whole state except Kansas City and St. Louis” should read
“the state except St. Louis”. Mr. Meyer made a motion to approve the December 3,
2007 minutes as amended, seconded by Mr. Keil. All commission members concurred,
motion passes 4 to 0.

MICELLANEOUS BUSINESS

Discussion on the 50t anniversary preservation movement, as per request from
Rosemary Davison.

Mr. Nimmons stated that in speaking with Gretchen Crank there was going to be
something on the 30t of March inviting all the past Landmark Commission members to
be present. Mr. Nimmons stated that the LHDC the members could mark their
calendars for that date. Mr. Morgan asked if the Commission wanted to leave this item
on the agenda for discussion. Mr. Nimmons stated yes, to leave this item on the agenda
and as things came up they could discuss them. Mr. Schulte stated that he hoped the
road signs for Route 66 were up and they could have a celebration. Mr. Schulte stated
that the paperwork for the signs was completed with one hang up which was that they
did not include Dunn Rd.

Mr. Morgan stated that he had two quick announcements, one being that he was very
close to submitting to the State the review of Preserve America designation. Mr.
Morgan stated that once that was submitted to the State they would review it and send
it back to him with any Comments. Mr. Morgan stated that once it was returned to him
he would send it into the National Historic Preservation. Mr. Morgan stated that
hopefully by June the City would be designated. Mr. Morgan stated that this would
make the City the fourth in the State of MO. to be designated. Mr. Morgan stated that
by the City being a designation this would open it up for things such as more grants
available and National recognition on their web site.
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Mr. Morgan stated that the other announcement was that he had spoken with Joann
Raditec from the State Preservation office and they wanted to have their regional
planning meeting in Florissant. Mr. Morgan stated that originally the plan was to have
the meeting at the Senior Citizen building however they were not sure if that would be
enough parking. Therefore they would be using the Government building and the
meeting would be either Wednesday March the 26t or Thursday March the 27t, Mr.
Morgan stated that this would be a regional meeting and normally there would be
around forty in attendance however with all the changes in the tax credits they were
anticipating eighty people or more. Mr. Morgan stated this meeting would be where
they would announce all the tax changes, the plans for where the money would be
distributed and the future plans would be announced.

Mr. Meyer made a motion to adjourn the meeting, seconded by Mr. Schulte. All
members concurred, meeting was adjourned.
