This event is open to any member of a CERT team or other citizens 
response team member. Priority will be given to NCCCC member teams. 
 
This drill will provide all-hazards pre-incident training. 
 
The purpose of this basic level drill is to prepare team members for likely 
hazards in the St. Louis region, provide knowledge of skills and 
equipment needed to respond in such emergencies, and train teams to 
work safely to these hazards/ 
 
After completing this workshop, participants will be able to: 
1. Acquire and/or develop supplies useful in emergency response. 
2. Complete a size-up of a disaster site. 
3. Work as a team to safely and effectively respond to a local disaster. 
4. Document their efforts and victims' information. 
5. Triage victims and provide basic first aid and stabilization until medical 
help arrives. 
 
Morning activities will include your choice of four out of eight classroom 
sessions. Afternoon will be comprised of a hands-on drill with each team 
rotating through five incident stations. 
 
Class size is limited to the first 100 registered. 
 
Priority will be given to members of NCCCC agencies. 
 
Lunch will be provided for members registering for both morning and 
afternoon sessions.
