We
are pleased with the improvements
at the Florissant Golf Club made by
Course Superintendent Andy
Sprunt who has modified our 18-
hole championship golf course into
a beautiful facility to appeal to
golfers of all skill levels. Andy hails
from Great Britain, the home of golf,
and has brought a taste of the old
country to his adopted new home.

The Public Works Department is
preparing to do $5,527,000 in
street work which includes
$990,000 in slurry seal resurfacing
work on 112 different streets,
$450,000 in concrete pavement
replacement and repairs on 23
streets, and $1,700,000 in major
street repairs with an asphalt over-
lay on 19 different streets. Work
also includes replacement of the
St. Anthony Lane Bridge over
Fountain creek estimated at
$550,000 and major street and
storm water work on North
Lafayette Street (N.Hwy.67 to
Washington) estimated at
$2,327,000. Major street repairs will
begin in early spring.

The street work on N. Lafayette
Street and the replacement of St.
Anthony Lane Bridge over
Fountain creek are made possible
from grants received from East-
West  Gateway  Coordinating
Council and the Missouri
Department of Transportation.
Recently MoDOT completed
inspections of all bridge structures
in the City and found no major
problems on any of our structures.

The City has been officially notified
that the Insurance Services Office
(ISO) an independent insurer-sup-
ported organization has upgraded
our Building Code Effectiveness
grade from a Class 4 to a Class 3
(Class 1 being the highest).
Effective code enforcement helps
keep insurance rates down and has
a major influence on the economic
well-being of a municipality.

The new Municipal Court
Building and Police Substation
(formerly the Dick Weber Bowling
Lanes on Washington Street) is
nearing completion and will
accommodate a large, modern
municipal court-room, court office
facility and a police sub-station.
Renovations will be completed and
a dedication ceremony will take
place this summer.

The Public Works Department has
also implemented a new program
to monitor and maintain vacant
properties and residential rental
properties in the City. If vacant res-
idential property owners refuse to
maintain the exterior of their prop-
erties, then the City will contract to
have the work done and will bill the
owner. Vacant properties left
vacant for over six months must
have them registered with the City
so the Police and Public Works
departments can keep an eye on
them. Owners of residential rental
properties must attend a Crime
Free Seminar before they can renew
their residential rental licenses for
the year. These mandatory Crime

Free Seminars have been well
received and are very informative
to landlords and explains in much
more detail how the City partners
with landlords to monitor and
maintain their properties and help
keep good tenants thereby increas-
ing all property values.

We continue to have robust
Economic Development success.
Companies of all sizes, including
National brands and Developers,
are proving that they believe in the
future of Florissant.

There are many exciting projects
that are in the Due Diligence and
Planning Phase and we are work-
ing with the Developers to bring
them to fruition anticipating more
public announcements this year.
BJC Hospitals has announced
plans to develop a Multi-Million
Dollar Siteman Cancer Center at
the Christian Northwest Campus
on Graham Road near 270 which
are sure to stimulate even more
economic growth.

What Should Investors Know
About Recent Volatility?

As you may have heard, the stock market
has been on a wild ride lately. What’s behind
this volatility? And, as an investor, how con-
cerned should you be?

Let’s look at the first question first. What
caused the steep drop in stock prices we
experienced on a few separate days?

Essentially, two main factors seem to be
responsible. First, some good economic
news may actually have played a significant
role. A 17-year low in unemployment and
solid job growth have begun to push wages
upward. These developments have led to
fears of rising inflation, which, in turn, led
to speculation that the Federal Reserve will
tighten the money supply at a faster-than-
expected rate. Stocks reacted negatively to
these expectations of higher interest rates.

The second cause of the market volatility
appears to be simply a reaction to the long
bull market. While rising stock prices lead
many people to continue buying more and
more shares, some people actually need to
sell their stocks — and this pent-up selling
demand, combined with short-term profit-
taking, helped contribute to the large sell-
offs of recent days.

Now, as for the question of how concerned
you should be about this volatility, consider
these points:

Sell-offs are nothing unusual. We've
often experienced big sell-offs, but they've
generally been followed with strong recov-
eries. Of course, past performance is not a
guarantee of future results, but history has
shown that patient, persistent investors
have often been rewarded.

Fundamentals are strong. While
short-term market movements can be
caused by a variety of factors, economic
conditions and corporate earnings typically
drive performance in the long term. Right

now, the U.S. economy is near full employ-
ment, consumer and business sentiment
has risen strongly, manufacturing and serv-
ice activity is at multi-year highs, and GDP
growth in 2018 appears to be on track for
the best performance since 2015.
Furthermore, corporate earnings are
expected to rise this year.

So, given this background, what’s your
next move? Here are some suggestions:
Review your situation. You may want
to work with a financial professional to eval-
uate your portfolio to determine if it is help-
ing you make the progress you need to even-
tually achieve your long-term goals.
Reassess your risk tolerance. If you
were unusually upset over the loss in value
of your investments during the market pull-
back, you may need to review your risk tol-
erance to determine if it’s still appropriate
for your investment mix. If you feel you are
taking on too much risk, you may need to
rebalance your portfolio. Keep in mind,
though, that by “playing it safe” and invest-
ing heavily in vehicles that offer greater pro-
tection of principal, but little in the way of
return, you run the risk of not attaining the
growth you need to reach your objectives.
Look for opportunities. A market
pullback such as the one we've experi-
enced, which occurs during a period of
economic expansion and rising corporate
profits, can give long-term investors a
chance to add new shares at attractive
prices in an environment that may be con-
ducive to a market rally.

A sharp market pullback, such as we've
seen recently, will always be big news. But if
you look beyond the headlines, you can
sometimes see a different picture — and one
that may be brighter than you had realized.

North County Inc. Leadership Supports
State Transportation Task Force
Recommendations to Increase Funding

Last year, the General Assembly
established the 21st Century
Missouri Transportation System
Task Force, a 23-member biparti-
san panel comprised of partici-
pants from the House of
Representatives, Senate,
Executive Branch and private sec-
tor. The City of Florissant’s Mayor
Tom Schneider was chosen to
represent the North County com-
munity as part of this panel. The
Task Force was charged to evalu-
ate and make recommendations
about Missouri’s transportation system and its funding.

It released its report January 2 recommending a 10 cent increase to the state’s
gas tax for each gallon and a 12-cent tax increase for diesel fuel to maintain
Missouri’s more than 3,000 miles of highway. North County Inc., along with the
Greater North County Chamber of Commerce, supports the fuel tax increase.

“It is critical MoDOT receives a revenue stream that provides the ability to
maintain its roads and bridges as well as funds for major capital improvements
such as the reconstruction of 1-270 in North County.” said NCI Board Member,
Florissant Mayor Tom Schneider.

“North County is among Missouri’s aging, deteriorating transportation infra-
structure and is in dire need of repair, maintenance and upgrades. This invest-
ment in transportation would go a long way to improving travel safety and eco-
nomic development,” said North County Inc. President and CEO Rebecca Zoll.

The tax increase is estimated to generate a revenue stream of $50 to $70 mil-
lion transit and other multi-modal transportation and an additional $430 million
a year for roads and bridges. For nearly two decades, gas and diesel taxes
haven’t increased from 17 cents.

“Many portions of 1-270 are over 50 years old and in desperate need of repair.
As vehicles become more fuel efficient, there won't be sufficient funding for crit-
ical projects, such as the 1-270 corridor unless the fuel tax increase recom-
mended by the Transportation Task Force is approved by voters,” said NCI
Board Member, Venus Martz, president of Greater North County Chamber of
Commerce and.

Transit funding in Missouri was cut to $1.7 million for State Fiscal Year 2018.
Currently, Missouri ranks 46th in the country with respect to transit funding.
The proposed fuel tax hike would have to be passed by the legislature and
Missouri voters.

Other organizations that are supporting additional funding for transportation
infrastructure include the Kansas City area Municipal League, Kansas City
Mayor Sly James, Missouri Chamber of Commerce, the Missouri Mayors United
for Progress, Missouri Municipal League, Municipal League of Metro St. Louis,
the St. Louis Engineers Club, along with various other leaders from design and
construction engineering firms and labor organization’s leadership throughout
the State.

The cold weather does not affect
these parasites. Ticks are like fleas (they drink blood) and can cause diseases
and serious risk to your pets such as Lyme disease.
