vibration generated is not perceptible without instruments at any point on 46 
the lot line of the lot on which the use is located.

Every use shall be so operated that there is no emission of 53 
toxic, noxious or corrosive fumes or gases. 54 

5. Emission of dirt, dust, fly ash and other forms of particulate matter.  55 
Emission of dirt, dust, fly ash and other forms of particulate matter shall 56 
not exceed eighty-five one-hundredths (0.85) pounds per one thousand 57

7. Glare and heat.  Any operation producing intense glare or heat shall be 67 
performed in an enclosure in such a manner as to be imperceptible along 68 
any lot line. 69

a.  All mechanical equipment, air-handling units, cooling towers, 71 
condensers, etc., on roof or grade shall be screened architecturally in such 72 
a manner as to be a part of the design of the building. 73 
b.  Incinerators and stacks shall be enclosed in the same material as the 74 
main exterior building material.
