Request recommended approval for an amendment to B-5 Ordinance
No. 7998 to allow for ice machine equipment in the parking lot in a
B-5 Zoning District.

Phil Lum, Building Commissioner, presented thefstport for this request. Mr. Lum
explained the site plan indicates the locatiorheffiroposed ice machine equipment is in excess
of 40 feet from the property lines. The machiretsation will use a few of the parking spaces,
but there will be ample parking according to theeco In regards to signage, the largest sign
that will be allowed is the ice sign on the sid88-square feet (if the photo of the ice cubes is
considered a part of the sign.) All other signs kss than 40 square feet. Mr. Baranowski
asked Mr. Lum if the petitioner can have more tbaa sign, to which he responded yes.

Roy Williams and Tim O'Toole, petitioners, appearedfore the Commission and
explained that the machine is self-operated antireguire no employees.  Vice-Chairman
Olds asked Mr. Williams what the decibel level lo¢ tmachine would be. The petitioner stated
that no decibel levels were included in the pldmd,he will get them. Mr. Olds recommended
that Mr. Williams have the decibel numbers for plublic hearing before the City Council. Mr.
Lum stated that the city’s noise ordinance doe® Specific decibel levels. The ordinance was
broadly written.

Furthermore, the petitioner stated that the kiogklwe open 24 hours a day. It will be
anchored underground with the drain tied into tbwes, and electric and water lines will run
underground. The video store manager will be'ploent man” if any problems occur with the
ice box. There will also be a security camdvir. Nelke requested that a trash can be located
next to the machine to which the petitioner agr@ésk employees will monitor trash pick — up.

122 Phil Lum, Building Commissioner, presented the fstaport for this request. He
123 explained that this ratification involved minor ciges to the Landscape Plan at 1090 N Hwy 67
124 which is part of B-5 Ordinance No. 8222. The laragsng was relocated away from the south
125 face of the building due to concerns with drainagéd water potentially ponding next to the
126 building. Plans were revised to further extenutite swale next to the building so the
127 landscaping beds were moved away from the buildidditionally, due to the topography, the
128 original location next to the building was not asiMe from the street as the new locations.

129 Mr. Lum noted that minor changes to a previousborded development plan may be
130 approved without a public hearing if the Buildingor@missioner submits the proposed
131 amendment to Planning & Zoning Commission for revéad approval.

132 Vice Chairman Oldsmoved to ratify conditional approval for the Buiidi
133 Commissioner to allow for minor changes to the diggelopment plan of B-5 Ordinance No.
134 8222 for the relocation of certain landscape iteaosording to the proposal prepared by the
135 owner and the related drawing presented, Drawind dated 3/14/17 by Landscape
136 Technologies. These minor alterations depict mef@nges in the development, which is not

137 in conflict with the nature of the development anéets all of the conditions of Ordinance No.
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138 8222. Approval is subject to regulations of tBi6 Planned Commercial District, and the
139 following additional requirements:
