Street Work: - The Public Works
Department is preparing to do
$3,350,000 in street work this year
2017 which includes $927,000 in slur-
ry seal resurfacing work on 130+ dif-
ferent streets throughout the City,
$589,000 in concrete pavement
replacement and repairs on 34+
streets, and $1,834,000 in major
street repairs with an asphalt over-
lay on 13+ different streets. Major
street repairs have begun with the
completion of major repairs, new
curbing and an asphalt overlay on
Keeven Lane.

Thanks to the passage of Prop S last
November 2015 Florissant has the

street maintenance funds available to
keep up with our 167 miles of streets
and to begin a program of restoration.
These funds will be used this year to
make improvements to 11 different
streets plus major improvements to
Keven Lane (completed) and St. Marie
Street which will include all new
curbs, gutters, and asphalt overly and
other needed improvements.

St. Louis County continues to make
progress on the Shackelford Road
Improvements and have just begun
making much needed improvements
to Washington Street.

The Public Works Department has
three grant projects in progress this
year that are funded at 80 percent by a
federal grants received in 2014 & 2015.
¢ Design work is nearing completion
for the replacement of St. Anthony
Lane Bridge over Fountain Creek a
$550,000 project which will be con-
structed later this summer.
¢ Design work and pre-construction
work continues for the North
Lafayette Reconstruction project
which will include repaving the
street, installing storm sewers, and
adding ADA-compliant sidewalk and
bicycle facilities from North Highway
67 to Washington Street with a total
estimated budget of approximately
$2.7 million. Construction is sched-
uled for 2018.
¢ Design work and pre-construction
work continues for the Replacement
of the Pedestrian Signal on Derhake
Rd. at Robinwood Elementary. This
project will replace the aging signal
and bring the crossing into compli-
ance with ADA requirements. It has
a budget of approximately $140,000
and will be complete in 2018.

The City has partnered with MODOT
and has been awarded another 80
percent federally funded reimburse-
ment grant to make improvements to
the intersection of St. Ferdinand St.
and N. Highway 67 ... the main
entrance to our St. Ferdinand Park ...
primarily to ease congestion entering
and exiting St. Ferdinand Park and to
improve safety and pedestrian
access. Currently, we are in the pre-
liminary stages of design.

We have had robust Economic
Development success which contin-
ued in 2017. Economic development
continues to be strong and very
active. Companies of all sizes that
include National brands and
Developers’ are proving that they
believe in the future of Florissant.

restaurant in the former Bob Evans
in mid-July.

with Max’s Meats, has opened in the
Train Depo on St. Catherinet.

¢ Raising Canes will build a new

restaurant on Lindbergh. Demolition
starts in June. Estimated opening in
mid-November.

e D’Vita Dialysis will open a new
facility in the former Beauty Brands
location in Cross Keys.

e U-HAUL under construction on
Lindbergh. Estimated opening
October 2017.

Officers Ryan Kiefer and Steven Michael represented the Florissant Police Department
at National Police Week in Washington DC.

In 1962, President Kennedy pro-
claimed May 15 as National Peace
Officers Memorial Day and the calen-
dar week in which May 15 falls,
as National Police Week. Established
by a joint resolution of Congress in
1962, National Police Week pays spe-
cial recognition to those law enforce-
ment officers who have lost their
lives in the line of duty for the safety
and protection of others. The event
honors all the nations police officers
who were killed in the line of duty.

Officers Kiefer and Michael trailered
the department’s two motorcycles to
Washington DC where they participat-
ed in the escort of family members of
fallen police officers to different
events throughout the week. The
events included the National Peace
Officers Memorial service at the

United States Capital where the
President of The United States gave
an address to the families of officers
killed in the line of duty.

While there, they not only had dis-
tinct privilege to escort hundreds of
families of fallen officers from all
over the country, but also the fami-
lies of officers from St. Louis County
and St. Louis City.

Saturday May 13th, the officers
attended a candlelight vigil and on
Monday May 15th they attended the
National Peace Officers Memorial
service on the Capital lawn.

The officers also visited the National
Peace Officer Memorial Wall where
two of our own Florissant Police
Officers names are inscribed, Marion
D. Reiff and Glennon R. Fernau.

Florissant Police Department K9’s
Hugo & Tyson have received bullet
and stab protective vests thanks to a
charitable donation from non-profit
organization Vested Interest in K9s,
Inc. The K9’s vests are sponsored by
Back the Blue BBQ and Trivia hosted
by Sara Carlson of MO. K9 Hugo’s
vest is embroidered with the senti-
ment “Honoring those who served
and sacrificed”. K9 Tyson’s vest is
embroidered with the sentiment “In
honor of all my fallen brothers, sis-
ters and K9s”.

Vested Interest in K9s, Inc. is a 501¢
(3) charity located in East Taunton,
MA whose mission is to provide bul-
let and stab protective vests and
other assistance to dogs of law

enforcement and related agencies
throughout the United States. The
non-profit was established in 2009 to
assist law enforcement agencies
with this potentially lifesaving body
armor for their four-legged K9 offi-
cers. Since its inception, Vested
Interest in K9s, Inc. has provided
over 2,400 protective vests, in 50
states, through private and corpo-
rate donations, at a cost of over 1.9
million dollars. All vests are custom
made in the USA by Armor Express
in Central Lake, MI.

The program is open to dogs active-
ly employed in the U.S. with law
enforcement or related agencies
who are certified and at least 20
months of age. New K9 graduates, as

well as K9s with expired vests, are
eligible to participate.

The donation to provide one pro-
tective vest for a law enforcement K9
is $1,050.00. Each vest has a value
between $1,795 — $2,234 and a five-
year warranty, and an average weight
of 4-5 Ibs. There is an estimated
30,000 law enforcement K9s through-

We're getting close to the Fourth of July,
when we celebrate the freedoms we enjoy in
this country. The U.S. constitution grants us
many of these liberties, but we have to earn
others — such as our financial freedom.

For starters, always work to build your
resources.

a major car repair or a large medical bill.

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Moéquito Season is Upon Us

Here come the pesky mosquitos
again with a potential concern of car-
rying Zika Virus. The City of
Florissant is already taking measures
to control mosquito populations. We
will continue to do so, but our resi-
dents need to assist us by using
these helpful tips:

* Get rid of old tires, tin cans, buck-
ets, drums, bottles or any water
holding containers.

¢ Fill in or drain any low places (pud-
dles, ruts) in yard.

e Keep drains, ditches and culverts
clean of weeds and trash so water
will drain properly.

¢ Cover trash containers to keep out
rainwater.

® Repair leaky pipes and outside
faucets.

¢ Empty plastic wading pools at least
once a week and store it indoors
when not in use.

e Make sure your backyard pool is
properly cared for while on vacation.
e Fill in tree root holes and hollow
stumps that hold water with sand or
concrete.

® Make sure gutters and downspouts
are free of debris to allow water to
flow properly.

¢ Change water in bird baths and
plant pots or drip trays at least once
each week.

¢ Keep grass cut and shrubbery well-
trimmed around the house to reduce
the places for mosquitos to hide.
Products can be purchased through
a hardware store that can help treat
yards and plants to help deter mos-
quito populations. Also remember to
use repellent products with DEET
during peak mosquito times.

Hot Weather Tips for You
and Your Pet

Now that those long days of warm
weather are here, remember that
summer in the city can be hazardous
for your pet if you are not careful.

A routine romp in the sun, for exam-
ple, can throw your dog into shock if
proper caution is not exercised.
Likewise, a window left carelessly
open in your home can mean tragedy
if your cat falls out of it. Please
remember the following twelve tips
from the City of Florissant Health
Department to keep your pets safe
during another long, hot summer.

1. Never leave your pet in a car. An
automobile can quickly turn into an
oven for a dog or a cat, even with the
windows open and the car parked in
the shade. Open windows do not pro-
vide enough ventilation and the
shade shifts along with the sun as
the day progresses.

2. Always provide plenty of cool,
clean water for your pet. When trav-
eling, carry a gallon thermos filled
with cool water.

3. Never let your dog or cat out to
run loose. Pets can get stolen,
injured and even killed while running
loose. In particular, be careful with
your cat. Make sure there are no
open windows in your home for your
cat to jump through.

4. Always keep a current Florissant
City Pet Tag and current rabies vac-
cination tag on your pet in case
your pet would get lost. Those tags
do not do any good at home in your
drawer.

5. Never give your pet forced exer-
cise after feeding, especially in very
hot, humid weather.

6. Always exercise your pet in the

cool of the day. Early morning and
early evening are optimal times to
exercise your pet.

7. Never tether or cage your pet out-
side in the summer heat for long
periods of time without shelter,
food and water. Bring your pet
inside during the heat of day.

8. Always keep your pet well
groomed. Do not shave off your
pet’s coat because it gives them pro-
tection against heat and insects.
Your pet’s coat also holds cool water
after a refreshing swim or wetting
with a hose. You may comb your pet
to remove excess undercoat. Keep
the coat free of mats by brushing reg-
ularly. A clean coat also helps to pre-
vent summer skin problems.

9. Never go on vacation and leave
your pet shut in an empty house or
tied up outside. Be sure to plan for
someone to provide for your pet
when you plan your summer trip.

10. Always watch for fleas and ticks
that may infest your pet. Bring your
pet to your veterinarian for a thor-
ough summer check up, including a
test for heart worm. Ask your vet if
they can recommend a good flea and
tick repellent for your pet.

11. Never walk your pet in areas
that you suspect have been sprayed
by insecticides or other chemicals.
Dog poisoning, in particular, always
increases considerably during the
summer when gardens, lawns and
trees are usually sprayed for control
of weeds, insects and pests. Many of
these chemicals can sicken or even
kill your pet. Keep your pet away
from these areas, observe it closely
and call your veterinarian if your pet
begins to act suspiciously.

12. Lastly, if in spite of your care,
the hot days of summer cause your
pet to twitch, pant rapidly, bark, or
have a wild “staring” expression,
call your veterinarian immediately.
Quick cooling may save your pets
life. Immerse your pet in water, spray
it down with a hose or pack ice packs
around its head, stomach and groin.
