Mr. Lum submitted a sign spread sheet of variotisxcand compared their population, ground
and directional sign regulations, and locations.onglderable discussion was had on various
municipalities and their type of ground and dirextl signs including the City of Hazelwood, which
uses a sliding scale. Mr. Lum noted that, in a,BHere is more flexibility in regards to signage.
Chairman Olds commented that the City of St. Clsahiad regulations that came closest to what he
would be comfortable with.

In regards to directional signs in B-3 Zoning Dk, the general consensus was that there be a
3 foot maximum, no corporate logo or name allowaat no directional signs allowed in the right-of-
way.
