START OF THE FIRST WEDNESDAY NIGHT OUT FESTIVITIES “PROUD TO BE AN
AMERICAN”

The City of Florissant is pleased to announce along with Old Town Partners who will host a dedication
to unveil aplaque in honor of the late Police Officer Marion Reiff who died in the line of duty in
1963. Thiswill be the 44" Walk Through History plague in honor of someone who has made a
valuable contribution to the City of Florissant or someone with Florissant roots who has had an impact
on our community. The ceremony will be held on Wednesday, May 26" at 5:30 p.m. in front of 619
rue St. Francois. The plague dedication will take place before the start of the first Wednesday Night
Out festivities “Proud To Be An American” which is being hosted by the VFW Post 4105 and
sponsored by Goldkamp Heating & Cooling located at 410 rue St. Francois and will start at 6:00 p.m.

The Plaque reads:

~| POLICE OFFICER MARION D. REIFF
19 June 1930 - 28 December 1963

Officer Reiff served eight years as a US Marine before
joining the Florissant Police Department in 1961. On
December 28, 1963, at a store while off duty, informed by

two employees that a man was attempting to steal cash.
He began to struggle with the man, who fled on foot. He
pursued the man a short distance before suffering a fatal
heart attack. Suspect was never identified or apprehended.
He was survived by his wife & three children.
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
