Work also includes major street and
storm water work on North Lafayette
Street (N.Hwy.67 to Washington) esti-
mated at $2,327,000. 
The street work on N. Lafayette Street
is made possible from grants received
from East-West Gateway Coordinating

Council and the Missouri Department
of Transportation.
The City has been officially notified
that the Insurance Services Office
(ISO) an independent insurer-sup-
ported organization has upgraded
our Building Code Effectiveness
grade from a Class 4 to a Class 3
(Class 1 being the highest). Effective
code enforcement helps keep insur-
ance rates down and has a major
influence on the economic well-
being of a City.
The Public Works Department will

be implementing a new program this
winter. It will be spraying brine (salt
water) on the streets be for storms.
This treatment is in lieu of the rock
salt that is currently spread. The
brine application can be done up to
72 hours in advance of a snow event.
Being a liquid, it does not get pushed
to the sides of the street like rock
salt does. The brine will also be used
to pre- treat the rock salt used during
storms, adding to the effectiveness. 
Economic Development: It is my

Prior to joining Florissant, Travis

worked for the City of St. Charles
where he helped develop and imple-
ment the economic development
strategic plan and also completed over
1000 business interactions annually.

If you've been through the
MoCHIP program and have had
your child ID'd, bring the mini CD
back and we'll update it for you.
The National Center for Missing
and Exploited Children (NCMEC)
strongly urges parents to have
the most up-to-date information,
including pictures -- so if you've
had your 0-4 year old ID'd in the
last 6 months, it's time to do it
again. It is recommended to have
children ages 5-10 ID'd once a

year, and when children 10 and
over enter puberty you should
consider having them ID'd every
6-12 months, as their features and
bodies are changing drastically.
Often overlooked are older teens
and young adults who are actual-
ly most at risk -- please urge your
14 - 21 year olds to get ID'd. It typ-
ically takes only 10-15 minutes.
As a result of the efforts by the

Missouri Freemason through the
MoCHIP program, parents/legal
guardians of over 125,000 have
received this critical identifica-
tion information free of charge.

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build various forms of protec-
tion into your estate planning,
such as a durable power of attor-
ney, which allows you to desig-
nate someone to manage your
financial affairs if you become
physically or mentally incapaci-
tated. You could also create a
medical power of attorney,
which allows someone to handle
health care decisions on your
behalf if you become unable to
do so yourself. 
Will I shortchange my family if I
leave significant assets to chari-
ties?Unless you have unlimited
resources, you’ll have to make
some choices about charitable
gifts and money for your family.
But as part of your estate plans,
you do have some appealing
options. For example, you could
establish a charitable lead trust,
which provides financial sup-
port to your chosen charities for
a period of time, with the
remaining assets eventually
going to your family members.

Autumn Leaves

As autumn approaches and the leaves begin to fall, the City of Florissant
would like to remind its residents that raking, sweeping, or blowing leaves
or grass onto the sidewalk or street is illegal.  
Yard debris tends to clog our sewer systems and make our city streets

unattractive to residents and visitors.
Please be considerate of your neighbors and dispose of all yard waste

properly and in a timely manner.

Here come the changing seasons again. Crisp, cool air, luscious foliage and
a welcome break from summer’s hot sticky weather. As much as we enjoy it,
there are lurking dangers for our furry family members as well.
Here are some tips to keep your pets happy and healthy during the autumn
months.
• Be cautious of Rodenticides and Cold Weather Poisons
Rat and mouse poisons are used more in the winter to keep the rodents
from attempting to move indoors. Rodenticides are highly toxic to pets and
can be fatal if ingested. If you use these products, please do so with caution
and put them in a location inaccessible to your pets.
In the fall when you are changing your car’s engine coolant, the ethylene

glycol based coolants are highly toxic so please make sure spills are cleaned
up immediately and keep away from pets. Propylene glycol based coolants
aren’t completely nontoxic but much less than other engine coolants
• School Supplies
We all know back to school time and time to stock up on school supplies.

Most school supplies (glue sticks, pencils, magic markers) are low toxicity
to pets but can cause gastrointestinal upset and blockages can occur if
ingested. Please keep school supplies out of reach of all pets
• Mushrooms
Fall and spring are mushroom seasons. While 99% of mushrooms have lit-

tle or no toxicity the 1% that are highly toxic can cause life-threatening prob-
lems in pets. Since it is difficult to distinguish from nontoxic ones, the best
way to prevent pets from ingesting these poisonous plants is to keep ani-
mals away from areas where mushrooms grow.
